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Prayer focus  

July will be the last Thurs-
day evening gathering of 
Prayer focus (6th at 8 pm 
in the Church centre). 
From September we shall 
be doing a new thing!

More information will fol-
low in the vine and the 
September ‘stepping 
stones update’. 
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 Mission Aviation Fellow-
ship actively seeks to wit-
ness to the Gospel of 
Christ and extend His 
Kingdom worldwide 
through the use of avia-
tion. With 1,000 staff work-
ing in 31 countries, using 
140 aircraft, numerous ra-
dio and communications 
networks and logistics ex-
pertise, they support thou-
sands of remote communi-
ties and the Christian and 
other agencies who serve 
them. 
  
MAF came into being after 
the Second World War 
when Christian airmen re-
turning home after active 
service wondered how 
they could use their avia-
tion skills to serve God, 
the Church and those in 
need in remote areas. Op-
erations began in 1951 in 

Papua New Guinea with 
one single-engine aircraft. 
Since then MAF has flown 
over jungles, mountains, 
swamps and deserts to 
bring thousands of men, 
women and children medi-
cal care, emergency relief, 
long-term development 
and Christian hope. 
  
 
Where communities are 
isolated because no ade-
quate roads or lines of 
communication exist, or 
because these are lost 
through war, catastrophe, 
banditry or general break-
down of a country’s infra-
structure, MAF is often a 
community’s only link with 
the outside world, provid-
ing people with access to 
the essentials of life. 
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MAF flights provide a life-
line for such communities 
when there is a medical 
emergency, and they also 
provide regular transport 
for health workers and 
medical supplies, teach-
ers, pastors, Bible transla-
tors and students, and re-
lief and development 
workers.  
  
 
At the 10am service on 
Sunday 23rd July Keith 
Varney will tell us about 
the work of the Mission 
Aviation Fellowship. Come 
and hear about how this 
team of aviation profes-
sionals provide air trans-
port in places of deepest 
human need, remote 
places where flying is not 
a luxury but a lifeline.

St. Nicholas Renovation 
Summer Update  

 

It had been rather quiet on the 
renovation front, though now 
we have received the detailed 
budget estimates for the urgent 
works to the tower, we can get 
on with the grant applications.  
By the time you read this, we 
hope to have got our applica-
tions away for consideration. 

 

The new budgets for the Tower 
Roof are sobering, but gener-
ally inline with our estimates of 
the minimum required.  Esti-
mates break down into six 
lumps: 
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includes making good the wall 
plates (concreted in the 
1940’s?) and extending the 
eaves to reduce the erosion of 
flint work below.   

 

So we need a fund of £100,000 
to be available before minimum 
works can start, though a fund 
nearer £160,000 is needed for 
to meet the Architect’s recom-
mended scope of repairs to the 
Tower Roof.  Building for the 
glory of God seldom comes 
cheap - but why should this 
kind of money be spent down 
there ? 

 

Perhaps the reason that St 
Nicholas is still there is be-
cause folk through the ages 
have made their statement 
about the importance of God in 
their lives through what they 
build – as we have with our 
Centre.  Perhaps such symbols 
are more important to those 
outside our congregation than 
we appreciate.   

 

The main objective of our 
Renovation initiative is to en-

courage others to know and 
help St Nicholas to meet the 
objectives of all the folk who 
built, rebuilt and repaired the 
fabric though the ages - to 
serve as the spiritual focus for 
the Island.  To be down at St 
Nicholas on an early morning is 
to know, through the peace of 
God, why it was put there.   

 

Come and bathe in the special 
tranquillity that St Nicholas of-
fers, the spiritual reality of 9 
centuries or more of dedication 
to worship our Saviour.

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We all depend on seafarers 
please remember them on sea 
Sunday 

Sea Sunday is the day when we 
are asked to think about seafarers 
on whom we depend for many of 
the things that we use, wear or eat 
every day. It is also an opportunity 
to remember the Church’s out-
reach to them through The Mission 
to Seafarers, which this year cele-
brates its 150th anniversary.  

It would be difficult to over-
estimate the importance of seafar-
ers to us as individuals, and to the 
global economy. Every year, their 
ships carry a tonne of cargo for 
every man, woman and child on 
our planet. In fact, they help to 
make the world to go round. Yet, it 
is very easy to forget about their 
contribution to our wellbeing when 
they spend so much of their lives 
isolated at sea.  

It has always been thus. When 
The Mission to Seafarers started 
its work in 1856, seafarers were 
regarded as outcasts and lived 
harsh, dangerous and isolated 
lives. Ships may have changed 
considerably since then, but sea-
farers still lose their lives in ship-
ping casualties, and piracy is a 
major problem in some parts of the 
world. Chaplains regularly report 
cases of non-payment of wages, 

stranded and abandoned crews, 
and problems relating to safety 
and living conditions.  

These are in addition to the tradi-
tional difficulties that seafarers 
have always faced, such as long 
periods away from their homes 
and families, and isolation from 
amenities ashore that the rest of 
us can take for granted. 

In fact, more efficient cargo-
handling techniques allowing ships 
to load and unload in a matter of 
hours, and security measures put 
in place in ports following the 9/11 
terrorist attacks, mean that seafar-
ers are more isolated than ever 
they were in the C19th. So the 
work of The Mission to Seafarers 
is needed as much as ever.  

Today, the Mission is at work in 
230 ports worldwide caring for the 
practical and spiritual welfare of 
seafarers of all races and creeds, 
visiting them on their ships, offer-
ing them a welcome, visiting them 
in hospital, and taking up justice 
and welfare issues on their behalf.  

In over 100 ports it also runs cen-
tres where seafarers can relax 
away from their ships, find friend-
ship, help with any problems and, 
most important of all, use the tele-
phone or email facilities to keep in 
touch with their families.  
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This work is vital but we can’t do it 
without prayers and support. So, 
on Sea Sunday, please remember 
seafarers and The Mission to Sea-
farers’ care for them over 150 
years.
